“With regard to the Barn Hill Wind Farm development, | would be interested to find
out more about AGL’s commitment to funding relevant environmental projects. | don’t
believe that it should be a component of the community funding which will need to
address community priorities. As important as environmental health is, the broader
community rarely prioritises actions focussed on environmental issues and | see a
risk of this becoming a rather tokenistic component / exercise.

The wind farm will have environmental impacts and | strongly believe that a multi-
year environment focussed budget should identified, beyond SEB offset
responsibilities. We have made some progress in discussing ideas about how this
could happen but | have seen no empathic statements or tangible commitments from
AGL.

Further to this | have been interested in seeing the full (revised?) environmental
impact study report on the wind farm site. | believe that the original study is not based
on contemporary thinking and evidence. Additionally the plan for managing SEB
offset requirements has been on the agenda of the reference group meetings for a
while but | don’t believe has been tabled. Apologies if | have missed something here.

I’'m happy for you to table these thoughts at the CCC meeting if you feel it is an
appropriate forum.”

Overside overmass (OSOM) cargo draft plan expected August; final in November.

Shared Benefit Framework

David gave an update and a presentation which forms part of the minutes.

High level summary:

Local Priorities provides an umbrella framework for community projects, events, and
initiatives, structured around six key pillars.

Funding is delivered through a single pool with two streams: longer-term, multi-year
investment and flexible community grants.

The approach includes postcode-based AGL energy plan offers a First Nations
stream, and clear community engagement and governance processes.

Community grants would begin during construction from 2027 and continue into
operations, supported by a refreshed Community Consultative Committee (CCC) and
defined postcode boundaries.

Longer-term initiatives would align with the start of operations in 2029.

Discussion about the map and the postcodes and boundaries within the geographic
radius areas. Suggestion for a delineation by 100’s so that the initial benefit is for the
local region.

5. Next meeting of the Terms of Reference for the CCC

Discussion

Consensus to wait until there is a decision on FID announcement., and other early works
/studies are completed. Once the date for FID is known it is expected that there will be
more detail in terms of the funding available for application. It was noted that engagement
with landholders was still happening in parallel.
